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Animal Protection organization of Nigeria continues to set the pace in the anal of animal welfare pursuit in Nigeria and Africa at large. 2022 has been so eventful! Characterized by achievements and setbacks, nevertheless, we have made significant landmarks for animals, humans, and the environment.

Our cage-free campaign continued in schools, public places, radio stations, and with corporate meetings with brands and supply chains. Ibadan and Lagos respectively!

Between January and August, our cage-free radio campaign continued to reach millions of Nigerians. The program is categorized into two sections. In the first section, our resource speakers (Vet Docs) are allowed some airtime to talk to listeners about the effects of battery cages. The second is a call-in section, where listeners are allowed to make calls and ask questions. We have received calls more than necessary most time after the programs. In between the sections, we advertise CEA as the major sponsor of the program. The link to the radio recordings is enclosed herein. It’s quite amazing the number of people who have reached us in the last 10 months since we started this program. Most of these listeners are more interested in the availability of safe and healthy eggs. Since they are informed about the likelihood of contracting diseases through eating eggs from battery cages, they are now apprehensive about how safe the eggs are.
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School Outreach. 
APON continues its school outreaches in Lagos and Ibadan, educating students and pupils about compassion for animals. Particularly, chickens. This is a foundational training we try to influence schools to adopt. Luckily, the Oyo State Ministry of Education has given us the approval to teach animal welfare and environmental health education beginning with schools in 5 local governments of the state. This is a huge achievement because without this approval going to schools for campaigns without government approval is unlawful. We believe, the Lagos State Ministry of Education will follow suit. We are still expecting to hear from them.
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OUTDOOR CAMPAIGN.
In the month of March through May, APON deployed outdoor chicken welfare advertisements for the first time in the history of animal welfare advocacy in Nigeria.

The Federal Ministry of Environment recognizes the importance of our campaigns as it is connected to one health (human, animal, and environmental health), in recognition thereof, the ministry has registered APON as an environmental non-governmental entity listed under the database of the Federal Ministry of Environment. With this recognition, APON will soon have consultative status with the ministry. This is a big break for APON

Our cage-free public campaigns in the city of Ibadan and Lagos continue reaching new communities. The cage-free campaign in public places is a good strategy. We have plenty of time to talk to people. The public has been very receptive by the public with whom many resonate with the topic.
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On the corporate angle, we continue to meet with stiff resistance as with major stakeholders like Shoprite. Our first scheduled meeting was rebuffed on the day of the meeting. They refused to reschedule. Shoprite has been listed on our regional priority list as a stubborn brand. We are taking regional action against them soon under the supervision of the Open Wing Alliance, of which APON is a coalition member. Raddison Blu committed to a cage-free during our second visit. From what we gathered, our partner SAFCEI from South Africa had previously communicated with Raddison Blu national headquarters. That means, we met them in the middle. Our communication with Premier Hotels looks promising as they are working with our organization to research free-range farms. Sheraton Hotels, Lagos Eko Hotel, Feed Well, FoodCo, and others are still in a rat race with us.
VEGFEST NIGERIA 2022
In the month of May 2022, APON launches Vegfest Nigeria. The launch was created based on the need to make veganism popular in Nigeria. The event was a week-long program, segmented into several activities to commemorate the event such as a football challenge, Tree planting, Radio awareness, school awareness campaign, virtual and in-person conference, eco art exhibition, awards, and a vegan food menu.
